Emergency Action Plan.


Procedures for Forest School site on school premises

In case of injury to children or adults

Forest School leader (FSL) or Forest School assistant (FSA) to administer first aid to the casualty

Ensure the safety of the remainder of the group.

Inform the Headteacher if incident requires further medical equipment

Alert emergency services if necessary – FSL phones emergency services on mobile and other adult phone office from her mobile phone to inform them that emergency services have been called. (Taken from Forest School Policy 2011)
In case of injury to Forest School Practitioner

FSA will administer first Aid and two of the children will take the red hand into school to the office Mrs Heritage/Miss Burns and the other children will go and sit in the fire circle. If there is another adult (KS1) they will sit with the children in the fire circle and calm the children If more serious will need to phone school office on the mobile phone to inform them of incident and FSA stays with FSL to wait for the emergency services.
Needing the assistance of the emergency services.

There will be three main reasons for needing the emergency services.

Fire

1. In the likely event of the fire spreading to the foliage within the environment. 

Forest school leader will ensure the children are ushered to the assembly point for fire evacuation. The other adult will press the nearest emergency button to start fire evacuation within the school. Situated Nursery for KS1 Area & Year 6 for KS2 area the office will be phoned on mobile to inform them of situation and the emergency services will arrive because of the emergency button being pressed. OR FSL phones the emergency services and then phones the school office to start the evacuation of the school.
Accident

2. In the likely event of a serious accident occurring with a member of the Forest school either child or adult. FSL OR FSA will administer first aid. Also ensure the safety of the rest of the group. The other adult may take the children inside the building as the shock may be too much e.g. a leg spurting blood or a child lying unconscious. The other adult will use Forest School leaders mobile to phone emergency services and then phone school office 01384 818875, to inform them that the emergency services have been contacted.
Criminal Incident

3. In the likely event of a serious incident requiring the police to attend the school. Incident being a criminal activity taking place either outside where the children can see or someone trying to get in the school while we are outside. FSL will usher the children into the building with the other adult and lock the door. Then the police will be called and the office will be informed of the incident occurring. 
4. LOCK DOWN if the bell goes for lock down then the children will be ushered to the outside classroom and told to hunker down behind it staying very still in the KS1 forest school area. If in the KS2 area the children will be asked to hide in the emergency shelter made using the bramble bush and sticks made at the end of the woodland area.
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
