
Roots Health & Safety Policy for Forest Schools.
The health and safety of the children and adults is paramount when working within the Forest school environment. The school and the Forest School practitioner and anyone working within the environment have to accept the legal and moral responsibility with regard to said health and safety. (See Schools Health & Safety Policy).
The Forest School leader will ensure that all the adults working within the environment are aware and understand the procedures to take with regard to any emergency that happens at the Forest School.

(See emergency action plan).

First Aid will be administered if necessary, by the trained Forest School Practitioner, who will ensure that the First Aid box is kept up to date and accident forms are completed after every incident. (See emergency action plan and Forest Schools policy).
Fire is one of the essentials within the Forest school environment and only the Forest Schools Practitioner is allowed to light any fire for activities in the Forest School session.

In the event of a fire within the school the children will be evacuated to the assembly point on the field. (See emergency action plan and Forest Schools policy)

Risk assessments to cover all areas, hazards and fire are carried out by the Forest Schools Practitioner who will ensure they are signed off by a member of the management team at school. (See Risk Assessment policy for Forest Schools, Forest Schools policy and emergency action plan)  
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
